	CalWORKs clients may get transportation payments to go to work or to WTW activities.



	
	Clients need a WTW plan in Solano County to get transportation.



	
	Clients should tell their worker if they need the transportation payments in advance. 



	
	If transportation is not paid, the client has good cause for not meeting the WTW activity rules.



	
	The county can not pay transportation for activities that were not approved. 




POLICY:

	Bus Passes
	Buses are usually the cheapest form of public transportation.  Bus passes are usually used for clients get to their assigned WTW activities.  



	Public Transportation
	Public transportation is available when 

· Round trip from home to the activity takes two hours or less 

· Travel to the child’s school or daycare provider does not count.

· Clients that use their own vehicles when public transportation is available will be reimbursed at the bus rate or the cheapest rate



	Mileage Requirements
	To get mileage, the client must have: 
· a valid California Drivers License 
· the vehicle registered 
· car insurance 


	Multiple locations
	Mileage will not be paid for multiple locations for the same activity

	Retroactive payments
	Transportation costs before the beginning date of aid or requests for retroactive payments will not be paid
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
