Medi-Cal Overview





Medi-Cal is California’s Medicaid program serving state residents 


Medi-Cal program offers no-cost and low-cost health insurance for low-income and disabled individuals


Current program covers people under 21 or over 65, people with disabilities, pregnant women, families with children

Additional Medi-Cal Eligible Individuals


Californians are automatically eligible for Medi-Cal with no share of cost if they receive benefits from one of the following programs:


Supplemental Security Income (SSI)


Foster Care (including adults, up to age 25 if they were in Foster Care when they turned 18)


Adoption Assistance


Refugee Assistance


CalWORKs (Cash Aid)


Other groups with potential Medi-Cal eligibility, if they meet asset regulations:


Aged (65+), blind and disables


Individuals with Long Term Care needs


Individuals screened for breast and/or cervical cancer


Undocumented non-citizens may be eligible for emergency and pregnancy services

What is Medi-Cal?





What is County Medical Services Program (CMSP)?





CMSP provides health coverage for low-income adults in 35 CA counties including Solano County


Persons who meet particular income requirements are potentially eligible for CMSP benefits if they are:


Adults between 21-64 yrs old


Potentially NOT eligible for Medi-Cal








Affordable Care Act (ACA)





Effective 1/1/14, Medi-Cal expanding to cover previously ineligible individuals


Low income adults ages 19-64 (childless)


Eligibility based upon income


Asset limits eliminated for low income households


Eligibility verified through electronic sources streamlining application process (whenever possible)


Medi-Cal will continue to accept applications & enroll individuals who qualify using current eligibility rules


Free Medi-Cal qualifies as Minimum Essential Coverage


No tax penalty if coverage maintained throughout the year
