	To explain what WTW Activities are allowed to meet 
· Federal Work Participation Rate (WPR) 

· State WTW 24 Month Time Clock

	Summary:
	Federal Work Participation Rate (WPR)

· One parent households (HH) 

· With a child less than six years old must be active in WTW activities for an average of 20 hours weekly 

· Without a child less than six years old, must be active in WTW activities for an average of 30 hours weekly 

· Two parent HH must be active in WTW activities for an average of 35 hours weekly 

	Federal Core Requirements
	Core Hours

· One parent HH must be in core activities for 20 hours weekly average

· Two parent HH, one parent must be in core activities for 30 hours weekly average 
· Core hours from each parent cannot be combined to meet the 30 hour requirement

	State Requirements within 24 month time clock
	WTW 24 month clock

WTW 24 month time clock participation is the same as above, except:

· Customers do not have to be in core activities

· If  there is a disabled parent: 

· and a child  less than six, 20 hours weekly average is required

· and no child less than six, 30 hours weekly average is required
· Two parent household,  35 hours weekly average is required

· Both parents’ hours can be combined to meet the 35 hour requirement.

	Federal Core Work Activities
	Work Activities for Core are: 

· Unsubsidized employment

· Subsidized employment

· Work experience

· On the job training

· Job Club/Search and Job Readiness Workshops (JCS,/JRW)
· Customers can only go to JCS / JRW six weeks per year
· Customers can go to JCS /JRW for 4 weeks in a row once per year
· Mental Health

· Substance Abuse 

· Domestic Abuse Services
· Community Service Program

· Vocational education training (12 month lifetime limit)
· Providing child care services to someone in the Community Service Program

	Federal non-core Activities
	· Job skills directly related to employment

· Education directly related to employment (for individuals with no high school diploma or GED)

· Satisfactory attendance in a secondary school or in a GED course


	State WTW activities that are the same as Federal Activities
	If the customer does not meet Federal Requirements, these activities will tick the WTW 24 month time clock: 
· Unsubsidized employment

· Subsidized employment

· Work Experience

· Community service

· On the job training

· Grant based OJT
· Self-employment

· Supported work and transitional employment

· Work Study

· Mental health, substance abuse, domestic violence services

· Job skills training directly related to employment

· Education directly related to employment

· Satisfactory attendance in a secondary school or in a course leading to a GED



	State WTW activities that are the different from Federal Activities
	· Vocational Education (more than 12 months)

· Job Search and Job Readiness (more than 6 weeks per year)

· Other activities necessary to assist in obtaining employment

· Adult basic education

· Participation required by school to ensure child’s attendance

· Non-credited study time
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
